
KILLAM’S POINT BUILDING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

September 8, 2008

Chairman Bill Hall called the meeting to order at 7:17 p.m.  Also present were Parker Fox, Claire Bennitt and Mindy Yester.

Bill gave the invocation.

Claire Bennitt made the motion, seconded by Parker Fox, to approve the May minutes.  The vote was unanimous.

Bill reported that Dave Reif was away but he got a report from Maria that the balance in the fund is $44,050.15, that contributions totaling $3,330.00 has been received and there have been disbursements totaling $17,200.00.  He will ask Dave to come to our next meeting.  Discussion took place about how much money would be available before we start a utilities study.  Two years ago it was estimated to cost around $75,000.00.  General consensus was that $250,000.00 should be available.  Claire suggested that we should be notified before money is spent.

Claire reported that Bob Reinwald has done a very nice job of taking care of the trails.  She said existing trails have been cleared and unauthorized trails have been closed off.

The Bennitt family wishes to donate a bench in memory of Bob Bennitt and requested our permission to do so.  They would like for it to be in a place with a lovely view, provide a certain level of comfort and back support, and be heavy enough to be vandalism resistant.  Discussion followed regarding choosing the type of bench carefully as it will be setting the standard for all other benches placed on the property.  Mindy made the motion, seconded by Parker, to approve Claire’s request and ask that she research the place and type of bench she would like.  The vote was unanimous.

Claire said she would like to see better trails with improved signage, perhaps like the Water Authority trails, to encourage more use.  Perhaps a fire circle could be put in for next summers use.

The next meeting will be Monday, October 6th.

Bill gave the benediction.

The meeting adjourned at 7:43 p.m.
