KILLAM'S POINT BUILDING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES
May 3, 2010

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Bill Hall at 7:02 p.m.  Also present were Bud Beccia, Parker Fox, Claire Bennitt and Mindy Yester.

Bud made the motion, seconded by Parker, to accept the minutes of the April 6, 2009 meeting.  The vote was unanimous.
Claire reported that Mark Ashton of the Yale School of Forestry and Environmental Studies teaches a graduate level course on land management. Bill will draft a letter to Church Moderator Margot Hardenbergh detailing our progress, attempt to involve Yale, and the fact that we cannot go forward without funds.  Claire will let us know when she hears from Mark Ashton.  In the meantime, we will meet only on an as needed basis.
Parker made the motion, seconded by Bud, to adjourn at 7:28 p.m.  The vote was unanimous.
